1. PB meeting December 28, 2020: Motion MA/FE to approve, passed.
HEARINGS, APPLICATIONS, GUESTS: 
1. Charlie Haines and Joel Beluscio described a lot line adjustment they plan to apply for between two lots created in 2020 on Forest Road by John Balla. It was noted the lots would need to retain at least 3 acres and 300’ of frontage.
2. Gregg Thibodeau reported on progress of the Acworth Broadband Committee (ABC). He noted he has enlisted 5 members, met with area towns, met with Consolidated Communications (CC) and with the NH Electric Coop (NHEC). He noted CC offers a bonding plan for expanding broadband and NHEC offers to install fiber using FCC funding. NHEC is able to do this because they secured by auction territory which includes 90% of Acworth. GT provided an action plan for 2021 to learn more about the options for Acworth with a goal of making a proposal to Town Meeting in 2022.
3. Patrick Dombroski provided an updated application for subdivision of the Smith lake access property. RV explained the response received from Legal Services which recommended referring the application for subdivision/annexation to the Zoning Board of Adjustment (ZBA) because the lot is nonconforming. Motion FE/JF to deny the application and refer it to ZBA, passed.
